
Before writing, check for any overlap with existing analysis plans 
(dutchectconsortium.nl). The format for submitting an analysis plan and the 

codebook containing all variables can be downloaded.

Submit the plan to Annemiek Dols and Philip van Eijndhoven. They will 
conduct an initial check for quality and feasibility.

If necessary, adjust the plan based on their considerations.

Submit the plan at least one week prior to the upcoming DEC meeting to Dore 
Loef (d.loef@ggzingeest.nl) so that it can be added to the agenda and 

circulated to all site PIs. Consult with Dore to determine which sites could 
participate in the plan.

Discussion of the plan will take place during the DEC meeting, and the 
presence of the submitter and the respective site PI is required to answer any 

potential questions.

If approved

The final analysis plan will be emailed to the site PIs of the sites eligible to 
participate in the plan, verifying whether the data from each site can indeed be 

used for the proposed research question. If approved, the site PIs are 
requested to forward the final plan to the intended co-authors per site, allowing 

them 4 weeks to provide input on the plan. This process ensures that all 
co-authors have the opportunity to meet the ICJME authorship criteria.

For sites contributing ?50 subjects, a maximum of 3 co-authors (including the 
site PI) are allowed to participate in the analysis plan. For sites contributing 

1-49 subjects, a maximum of 1 co-author is allowed.

All inputs will be collected from the co-authors and once the 4-week period has 
elapsed, the data will be released through the Digital Research Environment.
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
